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PRE –LAB:

The report should include the Pre-Lab (if one is assigned by the instructor) with the following information.

· Paper Analysis (Calculations of circuit to be investigated using Multisim Software)

· Multisim circuit simulation plots (If circuit  to be investigated generates either Non-Sinusoidal or Sinusoidal waves, include the them using a copy & paste routine)

· If a Multisim procedure is outline in the assigned Pre-Lab, include it.

· The page should be formatted as follows

1. Pre –Lab Title

2. Introduction ( provided within the Multisim procedure)

3. Show circuit schematic diagram for Paper Analysis
4. Paper Analysis

5. Multisim circuit simulation plots
LABORATORY WRITEUP:

The report should include the actual Laboratory Write-up written by the instructor or a 5 point summary of the procedure outlined in the Laboratory Manual (Arney). Include circuit schematics as shown in Laboratory Write written by instructor or Arney.
LABORATORY EXPERIMENT SUMMARY:

This section of the report should summarize the laboratory experience with the following information.
· Circuit Objective- Describe the purpose of the laboratory circuit experiment. 

· Data Tables – Include all Data Tables recorded from the experiment. Document Data using Excel or Ms Word Tables. If Excel plots for circuit characterization are called out in the laboratory procedure, include them as well.
· Experiment Conclusion- Describe the end result of the laboratory circuit experiment. Data analysis should be included in this section of the laboratory report.  Include any problems encountered and how they were resolved during the circuit experiments.
Practical Applications – Based on industry discussions by the instructor in the lab, circuit tech note handouts, and personal Internet research, explain some practical applications the circuit can be used in. Innovative circuit ideas are encourage in this section as well.
The 3 sections outlined should be single- spaced, left justified using Times Roman “12” Font.
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
